The skills evaluation component of the ASLS Course consists of 3 parts. You must successfully pass parts A, B, and C to receive your AHA course completion card.
In part A, you will perform your preselected stroke scale, which should be the one you use in clinical practice, on a standardized patient by demonstrating all of the components and correct technique of the scale.
In part B, you will use your preselected stroke scale to evaluate a standardized patient who will be portraying a stroke syndrome or stroke mimic. On the basis of your findings, you are expected to determine the abnormalities, the score if appropriate, the stroke syndrome or mimic, and the correct destination for the patient within your stroke system of care.
In part C, you will be expected to treat a patient with stroke or stroke mimic.
You will have the opportunity to practice each component before testing.
Please wear loose, comfortable clothing for your skills evaluation. If you have physical conditions that might prevent you from participating in the course, please tell one of the instructors when you arrive for class.
